Swimming Pool Rules

WARNING: There is NO LIFEGUARD ON DUTY - use of the facility is at your own risk.

The following rules have been established (as per article 7.2 of the Declaration of
Covenants) for use of the swimming pool.

A. Operating Hours and Access:
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The pool opens the 1st week of May and closes the 15t week of October.
Hours of operation are 8:00 am to 8:00 pm.

Each residence is given a code that will open both gates to the pool.

The gates must be closed when the premises are not in use. Last to leave is
responsible for ensuring that both are closed.

Premises are to be used ONLY by Residents of The Courtyards and guests in
the company of Residents.

Children under 14 years old must be accompanied by a Resident adult.

B. Gatherings and Events:
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The premises must be available to all Residents at all times.

Gatherings of more than 6 guests must be approved in advance by the Board.
Teen parties must be chaperoned by a resident adult.

Formal parties require an advance deposit (to be defaulted for cause) from the
sponsoring Resident to make certain the premises are left in a good, clean, neat,
and orderly condition.

If a party is approved it does not allow exclusive use of the pool.

C. Usage:
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These items are NOT ALLOWED in the pool area:
1. Pets

2. Glass containers

3. Grills

These activities are NOT ALLOWED in the pool area:

Diving

Ball or Frisbee throwing

Running, pushing, jumping or rough play

Smoking

Eating while in the pool

Consumption of alcohol by a minor

Playing music without earphones (exceptions may be made for formal parties)
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3. Keep the pool area clean:

Place all litter in the trash receptacles

Babies and toddlers must wear swim diapers

Lay a towel on pool furniture when using (sunscreen can stain)
Lower umbrellas when leaving (to prevent wind damage)
Raise seatbacks on chaise lounges

Do not remove furniture from the fenced area

Do not leave personal swim accessories like inflatables
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The pool equipment room is off limits. Do not adjust any valves.
